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    Executive Director's Report  
      Food insecurity in the Coulee Region is real.  We know because there are 

numerous food pantries and meal sites doing their part to feed people.  In 
2010, The Hunger Task Force increased its service area to Monroe County, 
and we now serve 59 of those programs in La Crosse, Vernon, and Monroe. 

 In 2010, we began our focus on efficiency and effectiveness.  In order to 
adhere to our mission of "harvesting community resources..." the Hunger 
Task Force made every effort to increase our donations and, by doing so, 
increased our distributed food from 398,000 pounds for 2009 to over 557,000 
pounds in 2010.  We have secured additional donors and will continue to do 
so as long as need persists. 

 An important addition to our list of partnerships was the Share the Bounty 
program, a joint venture between the AMOS Food Insecurity Task Force and 
the local farmer's markets.  With this program, customers are encouraged to 
buy locally grown fresh produce and donate on-site for distribution by The 
Hunger Task Force.  We are proud to be part of an effort that illustrates 
cooperation is a necessity.  

 In 2011, The Hunger Task Force is determined  to pioneer the effort to 
maximize community donations.  As we are "The Food Pantries' Food Pantry", 
it follows that we should be in the forefront of helping our clients, the meal 
sites and food pantries, to foster communication and work collaboratively to 
"feed" the needs in our area.  Look for our "Community Wide Hunger 
Awareness Food Drive" later this year!  

 In this year of uncertainties, one thing is undeniable.  In the Coulee Region, 
we are determined to tackle the issues set before us.  Hunger will not win if 
we all work together.
